Matthew 17:9-13






Matt. 16:16, “Simon Peter answered and
sald, ‘You are the Christ, the Son of the
living God’.”



Isa. 53:3, “He Is despised and rejected by
men, a Man of sorrows and acquainted with
grief. And we hid, as It were, our faces from
Him; He was despised, and we did not
esteem Him.

Isa. 53:4, “Surely He has borne our griefs
and carried our sorrows; Yet we esteemed
Him stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted.

Isa. 53:5, “But He was wounded for our
transgressions, He was bruised for our
Iniquities; The chastisement for our peace
was upon Him, and by His stripes we are
healed.”



Isa. 53:8, “He was taken from prison and
from judgment, and who will declare His
generation? For He was cut off from the

land of the living; For the transgressions of
My people He was stricken.

Isa. 53:9, “And they made His grave with
the wicked—But with the rich at His death,
because He had done no violence, nor was
any deceit in His mouth.”



Isa. 53:10, “Yet it pleased the LORD to
bruise Him; He has put Him to grief. When
You make His soul an offering for sin, He
shall see His seed, He shall prolong His
days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall
prosper in His hand.

Isa. 53:11, “He shall see the labor of His

soul, and be satisfied. By His knowledge
My righteous Servant shall justify many,
for He shall bear their iniquities.”



Matt. 17:4, “Then Peter answered and said
to Jesus, ‘Lord, it is good for us to be here;
If You wish, let us make here three
tabernacles [skene “dwelling places”]. one
for You, one for Moses, and one for
Elijah’.”



Matt. 17:5, “While he was still speaking,

behold, a bright cloud overshadowed
