2:9, “ ‘You shall break (ra‘a‘) them with a 
rod of iron; You shall dash [naphatz] them to 
pieces like a potter’s vessel.’ ”

Job 34:24, “He breaks (ra‘a‘) in pieces mighty 
men without inquiry, and sets others in their 
place.”

Jer. 51:20, “You are My battle-ax and weapons 
of war: For with you I will break [naphatz] the 
nation in pieces; With you I will destroy 
kingdoms;”

*The two verbs are each used of God’s actions,
  thus the Messiah = God.
