n Immortality of  the soul (Dan 12:2, 3, 13; 
Rev 14:10-11; 20:10).

n All unbelievers lost and under judgment 
(Rom 3:10-12; 23; John 3:36).

n All will be judged (2 Thess 1:6-9; Rev 
20:11-15).

n We believers are accountable to God for 
evangelism (Matt 28:18-20; 2 Tim 1:8; 4:5; 
Phil 1:27).
