Why Study Prophecy?
28% of the Bible was prophetic when revealed.
15% of the Bible is still unfulfilled prophecy.
18% of the New Testament Epistles, 1 out of 

every 5 verses is unfulfilled prophecy.
1 in 12 verses in the New Testament refer to 

the Second Coming of Christ.
1 in 10 verses in the Epistles refer to the

Second Coming of Christ.
60% of verses in the New Testament are 

affected by eschatology issues to be 
properly understood.



Why Study Prophecy?
1. Encouraging believers through times of 

adversity that God is in control, history is 
moving in a direction, there will be a day of 
accountability and evaluation for believers 
and unbelievers alike; evil will be resolved 
and judged.

2. To inform believers about that coming 
evaluation.



Why Study Prophecy?

3. To provide details about the end times for 
the encouragement, protection, and 
direction of Tribulation saints.

4. To complete God’s revelation to mankind 
with reference to the sufficiency of Scripture.



Prophecy is designed to motivate 
believers.
