Scene 1 (14:1–6): 

The Lamb and the 144,000. This scene 
is at the end of the Tribulation. It 
pictures the Lord Jesus Christ 
triumphant after the battle of 
Armageddon. The 144,000 seem to 
follow Him as a special honor guard.



Scene 2 (14:6–13):

Three angelic heralds and four 
announcements. 











Scene 3 (14:14–20): 

Depicts the Lord Jesus Christ as the 
one who brings judgment upon the 
earth through three angels. 



And I looked, and behold, a 
white cloud, and sitting on 

the cloud was one like a son 
of man, having a golden 

crown on His head, and a 
sharp sickle in His hand.  And 
another angel came out of 

the temple, crying out with a 
loud voice to Him who sat 
on the cloud, “Put in your 

sickle and reap, because the 
hour to reap has come, 

because the harvest of the 
earth is ripe.”  And He who 
sat on the cloud swung His 

sickle over the earth; and the 
earth was reaped. (14:14-16)

Rev 14:14–16, “And I looked, 
and behold, a white cloud, 
and sitting on the cloud was 
one like [the] Son of Man, 
having a golden crown on His 
head, and a sharp sickle in 
His hand. And another angel 
came out of the temple, 
crying out with a loud voice 
to Him who sat on the cloud, 
‘Put in your sickle and reap, 
because the hour to reap has 
come, because the harvest of 
the earth is ripe.’ And He who 
sat on the cloud swung His 
sickle over the earth; and the 
earth was reaped.”
