What Made Them Different?

1.  Faith. They had the will, the gumption, the guts to

believe God and take up the challenge to walk by

faith and not by sight.

2 Cor 5:7, “For we walk by faith, not by sight.”

2. Since they had a biblical view of reality, their

norms and standards, their plans and procedures,

their core values were turned upside down by the

Word of God. They were willing to totally submit

to the plan of God and become servants of God,

servants of Christ.
