Hezekiah Parallels with Today

. Hezekiah faced an enemy which sought to destroy their
nation.

. The enemy used a religious framework to attempt to
Intimidate the Jews.

. Judah as a nation was not the aggressor and was not
responsible for the attack and was not seeking to expand
their dominion or empire.

. Assyria, on the basis of their pagan worldview and desire
for world domination, did seek to dominate the gods of the
other nations and to impose their culture on others.



Hezekiah Parallels with Today

. We face an enemy which seeks to destroy our nation.

. The enemy uses areligious rationale to intimidate the
West.

. The USA and the West are not the aggressor.

. Islam, a pagan worldview, religion and legal system known
as sharia law, seeks to dominate the West.



Jer. 17:5, “Thus says the LORD: ‘Cursed is the
man who trusts in man and makes flesh his
strength, whose heart departs from the LORD.

Jer. 17:6, “ ‘For he shall be like a shrub in the
desert, and shall not see when good comes, but
shall inhabit the parched places in the wilderness,
In a salt land which is not inhabited.’””



Jer.17:7, " ‘Blessed is the man who trusts in the
LORD, and whose hope is the LORD.

Jer. 17:8, “ ‘For he shall be like a tree planted by
the waters, which spreads out its roots by the
river, and will not fear when heat comes; but its
leaf will be green, and will not be anxious in the
year of drought, nor will cease from yielding

fruit.’”
