I have much pleasure in conveying to you, on
behalf of His Majesty's Government, the following
declaration of sympathy with Jewish Zionist aspirations
which has been submitted to, and approved by, the Cabinet

'His Majesty's Government view with favour the
establishment in Palestine of a national home for the
Jewish people, and will use thelr best endeavours to
facilitate the achievement of this obJect, it being
clearly understood that nothing shall be done which
may prejudice the civil and religious rights of
existing non-Jewish communities in Palestine, or the
rights and political status enjoyed by Jews 1in any
other country"

ARTICLE 22.

The best method of giving practical effect to this
principle is that the tutelage of such peoples
should be entrusted to advanced nations who by
reason of their resources, their experience or
their geographical position can best undertake
this responsibility, and who are willing to accept

It, and that this tutelage should be exercised by
them as Mandatories on behalf of the L eaque.

The character of the mandate must differ
according to the stage of the development of the
people, the geographical situation of the
territory, its economic conditions and other
similar circumstances.

British Mandate Preamble

Whereas the Principal Allied Powers have agreed, for the
purpose of giving effect to the provisions of Article 22 of the
Covenant of the League of Nations, to entrust to a Mandatory
selected by the said Powers the administration of the territory of
Palestine, which formerly belonged to the Turkish Empire, within
such boundaries as may be fixed by them; and

Whereas the Principal Allied Powers have also agreed that the

Mandatory should be responsible for putting into effect the
declaration originally made on November 2nd. 1917, by the
Government of His Britannic Majesty. and adopted by the said
Powers, in favor of the establishment in Palestine of a national
home for the Jewish people. it being clearly understood that
nothing should be done which might prejudice the civil and
religious rights of existing nonJewish communities in Palestine
or the rights and political status enjoyed by Jews Iin any other
country;




The Council of the League of Nations
British Mandate Preamble

Fifty-one member countries — the entire
League of Nations — unanimously declared
on July 24, 1922:

“Whereas recognition has been given to the
historical connection of the Jewish people
with Palestine and to the grounds for

reconstituting their national home in that
country.”
