John MacArthur:

“Indeed, as social justice rhetoric has gained
currency among evangelicals, just about every
cause that Is deemed politically correct in the
secular world Is steadily gaining momentum
among evangelicals. It would be folly to pretend
the social justice movement poses no threat
whatsoever to evangelical conviction.”



Evangelicals seldom explicitly define what
they mean by “social justice”—possibly
because If they gave an accurate definition of
where that term came from and what it means
In the secular academy, they might lose a lot
of evangelical support. Countless critics have
pointed out that the rhetoric of “social justice”
IS deeply rooted in Gramscian Marxism. For
many decades, “social justice” has been
employed as political shorthand by radical
leftists as a way of calling for equal
distribution of wealth, advantages, privileges,
and benefits—up to and including pure
Marxist socialism.



Quick Critique of Social Justice

1. Biblical Justice begins in the Word,
Socilal Justice begins with society,
soclology, political theories, but not
with the Bible.



2. Socilal Justice theory denies a literal,
historical, exegetical hermeneutic of
Scripture.
