This cave is the nucleus beside
which the sacred sanctuary was
built. In this "abode of the
shepherd god," pagan cult
began as early as the 3rd century
BCE. The ritual sacrifices were
cast into a natural abyss

. water, this was a sign that the
god had accepted the offering.
