A. Anointed king (1 Samuel 16:1-13)




1 Sam. 18:10, “And it happened on the next day that the distressing spirit
from God came upon Saul, and he prophesied inside the house. So David
played music with his hand, as at other times; but there was a spear In
Saul’s hand.

1 Sam. 18:11, “And Saul cast the spear, for he said, ‘| will pin David to the
wall!l” But David escaped his presence twice.”

1 Sam. 18:25, “Then Saul said, ‘Thus you shall say to David: “The king
does not desire any dowry but one hundred foreskins of the Philistines,
to take vengeance on the king’s enemies.” ' But Saul thought to make
David fall by the hand of the Philistines.

1 Sam. 18:26, “So when his servants told David these words, It pleased
David well to become the king’s son-in-law. Now the days had not
expired;

1 Sam. 18:27, “therefore David arose and went, he and his men, and killed
two hundred men of the Philistines. And David brought their foreskins,
and they gave them in full count to the king, that he might become the
King’s son-in-law. Then Saul gave him Michal his daughter as a wife.”
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Fleeing and hiding from Engaging In numerous battles Winning over the loyalty of
King Saul and assassins against powerful enemies the Israelite tribes




1. David was an excellent warrior and leader (1 Samuel 17,
22—-23:.14)

1 Sam. 17:45, “Then David said to the Philistine, “You come to
me with a sword, with a spear, and with a javelin. But | come
to you in the name of the LORD of hosts, the God of the
armies of Israel, whom you have defied.

1 Sam. 17:46, “ ‘This day the LORD will deliver you into my
hand, and | will strike you and take your head from you. And
this day | will give the carcasses of the camp of the
Philistines to the birds of the air and the wild beasts of the
earth, that all the earth may know that there is a God In Israel.
1 Sam. 17:47,“ ‘Then all this assembly shall know that the
LORD does not save with sword and spear; for the battle Is
the LORD’S, and He will give you into our hands.’”



1 Sam. 22:1, “David therefore departed from there and escaped
to the cave of Adullam. So when his brothers and all his father’s
house heard It, they went down there to him.

1 Sam. 22:2, “And everyone who was In distress, everyone who
was In debt, and everyone who was discontented gathered to
him. So he became captain over them. And there were about
four hundred men with him.”

2. David had great faith and confidence in God (1 Samuel 24, 26)

1 Sam. 26:7, “So David and Abishal came to the people by night; and
there Saul lay sleeping within the camp, with his spear stuck in the
ground by his head. And Abner and the people lay all around him.

1 Sam. 26:8, “Then Abishal said to David, ‘God has delivered your
enemy into your hand this day. Now therefore, please, let me strike him
at once with the spear, right to the earth; and | will not have to strike
him a second time!’

1 Sam. 26:9, “But David said to Abishal, ‘Do not destroy him; for who
can stretch out his hand against the LORD’S anointed, and be
gulltless?’

1 Sam. 26:10, “David said furthermore, ‘As the LORD lives, the LORD
shall strike him, or his day shall come to die, or he shall go out to battle
and perish.

1 Sam. 26:11, “ ‘The LORD forbid that | should stretch out my hand
against the LORD’S anointed. But please, take now the spear and the
jug of water that are by his head, and let us go.””



2 Sam. 9:1, “Now David said, ‘Is there still anyone who is left of
the house of Saul, that | may show him kindness for Jonathan’s
sake?’”



3. David was well known for his musical ability.




B. King David brought the Ark of God to Jerusalem (2 Samuel 6)
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2 Sam. 6:12, “Now It was told King David, saying, ‘The LORD
has blessed the house of Obed-Edom and all that belongs to
him, because of the ark of God.” So David went and brought up

the ark of God from the house of Obed-Edom to the City of
David with gladness.

2 Sam. 6:13, “And so It was, when those bearing the ark of the

LORD had gone six paces, that he sacrificed oxen and fatted
sheep.”




2 Sam. 6:14, “Then David danced before the LORD with all his
might; and David was wearing a linen ephod.

2 Sam. 6:15, “So David and all the house of Israel brought up the
ark of the LORD with shouting and with the sound of the trumpet.”

2 Sam. 6:17, “So they brought the ark of the LORD, and set it Iin Its
place Iin the midst of the tabernacle that David had erected for It.
Then David offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before the
LORD.

2 Sam. 6:18, “And when David had finished offering burnt offerings
and peace offerings, he blessed the people in the name of the LORD

of hosts.

2 Sam. 6:19, “Then he distributed among all the people, among the
whole multitude of Israel, both the women and the men, to everyone
a loaf of bread, a piece of meat, and a cake of raisins. So all the
people departed, everyone to his house.”
